Our speaker was C.W. Pyeatt, who taught us all about 
"packing mules & horses" for camping trips.  CW was a 
lot of fun and extremely informative!  He showed slides 
of the different ways to pack.  He stressed the most 
important thing is to have both sides of your pack 
animal BALANCED!!! 
  He told us that NO MORE THAN 20% of the pack 
animal's body weight should be packed (including pack)!  
This is the same for riding — OUR BODY WEIGHT 
WITH SADDLE should be no more than 20% of the 
horse's weight!!  Just because an animal walks off and can 
carry it does not mean it's ok!!! 
  CW told us about the many beautiful places there are 
to camp in the state of Arizona that you just don't get to 
see on a "day ride".
  CW explained that the reason most packers use mules 
is that typically a mule will remain calm and not "blow 
up" in a sticky situation...and that mules will think of 
their own safety and be sensible.  Some packers ride a 
horse to lead the string as the rider can force the horse 
to go places a mule will resist.

Logan will travel with Red Ryder as an ambassador for them at 
events across the country, to promote the American Mustang and to represent both The Mustang Heritage 
Foundation and Western Horseman Magazine!  Their first assignment?  To perform at the opening ceremony of the 
World Equestrian Games, held in Kentucky on Sep 25—Oct 10, the first time the event is held outside Europe 
(http://www.kyhorsepark.com/sub.php?pageid=75&sectionid=11).

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TRAILS NEWS – by Bev Showalter, CLRC Trails Committee Leader 
So much going on right now. Too much to talk about here, but here’s some skinny:
STATE LANDSState Land Dept = SLD: Some interesting twists going on here on how the SLD is funded. Seems 
now they can keep 10% from SLD income rather than get funded only from allocated monies from the State general 
fund. SLD motivation for selling lands or road easements might have changed to ‘more motivated’ rather than ‘less 
motivation.’ What does this mean? Well, the FS road that connects the cattle pens off Equestrian Trail Rd to the 
CottonWoods on Forest land (a much needed access for us) might, just might, be easier to acquire now (if someone 
has the money). Jan Johnson and I will do the research and find out if we can find an entity to purchase this road 
easement from SLD to make it a permanent access. As I have said in the past many times, the only ‘legal’ access we 
have to the forest to the east of Catalina is at Catalina State Park; and on Charouleau Gap Road. (Which we fought 
for permanent access years ago when we made many trips to Florence, to lobby those County Supervisors. 
SaddleBrooke residents fought against the road but we won. Game&Fish ended up buying that easement from SLD, 
then turned it over to the Forest) A further twist, our State Leaders have raided Game&Fish funds (G&F is self-
funded) so G&F projects and or departments/personnel will suffer. Projects such as the ongoing fight for access to 
public lands so hunters can access the best hunting places (which translates into the best riding places, too)
Speaking of State Lands: The newly updated Eastern Pima County Master Trails Plan shows Bowman Rd as a 
‘trail’ ..specifically addressing concerns about what if the road is paved from Wilds south to the shooting range…if 
road work is planned we need to keep on top of  the county to make sure our trail is accommodated for along the 
roadway, connecting up to the State Park gate (much like we did on Edwin Rd.)
AZ HORSE COUNCIL:  Efforts are under way to form a Southern AZ chapter of the AZHC, not as a separate 
entity, but as our own group with local concerns involving local horse people. This is an exciting prospect for us, as 
most of what AZHC does is for Maricopa County concerns. We hope to start tackling County Zoning issues as how 
they pertain to horse properties, as well as other local issues that pertain to us directly. 
Charouleau Gap:  Road work has begun by the Forest. Heavy equipment is up there on the road trying to fix areas of 
the road that were impassible even by the best of the rock crawlers. I met  the roads engineer for the Forest last 
week (lo and behold it’s a guy that worked with us on the Coronado Camp re-build 12 years ago) and he said they are 
not making the road too easy, and serious 4x4 enthusiasts won’t be disappointed. We can easily (ride) access the road 
by riding from the Cottonwoods up the Deer Camp trail, then taking the Dynamite Canyon trail up to Dodge Tank 
and beyond if you want to. Right now the forest has the road closed until work is completed. 
Coronado National Forest: Our last effort to comment on the Forest Plan Revision will be on March 3, 4-7PM, at the 
Udall Regional Center, 7200 E. Tanque Verde, to express our opinion, once again as we have for the past 3 years, that 
ACCESS is our first concern! How can we ride the forest lands if access is blocked? This is the continuous effort for 
many: access, access, access. Pima Trails Asso. also is very involved with this process and other access issues. 
Arizona Trail:  We are the Steward for the Oracle Ridge section. We must keep this section well maintained, as 
people from all over the world hike and ride the AZT, as it is now a National Scenic Trail. 1) at the American Flag 
trailhead, the Forest and Pinal County are all done with their road relocation plans. Pinal County is in charge of the 
Mt. Lemmon Control road all the way up to PepperSauce. Pinal County will construct the new road, moving it away 
from our American Flag Trailhead as soon as funds can be located. This may take a couple years. 2) at the Tiger Mine 
Trailhead, just north of HWY 77 just past the hamlet of Oracle, Pinal County has acquired the land needed to 
expand and improve the trailhead. Funds are needed for this project, and we will be contacted for our input (I have 
already volunteered my input) when the funds are found and construction begins. 3) Oracle State Park is closed, and 
we cannot park at the far N.E. parking lot where we have always parked. However, you can ride the AZT thru the 
Park if you park at the American Flag Trailhead, and head east on the trail from there. It’s a nice ride, please go. Since 
our “hit and run” crewleader “wild” Bill Braskamp  had surgery from his accidental fall from his haystack and is laid 
up for awhile, please call Bill and keep him from being lonely. He usually rides every day so it’s probably tough not 
being able to work his horses daily (huh, Bill?).  Maybe he needs help with his barn chores. Call Bill at 744-8396 to 
cheer him up. Bill also is my AZTrail riding/maintenance buddy, so I hope his road to recovery is a swift one. 
PLEEZ REPORT TO ME DIRECTLY ON ANY TRAILS/ACCESS/Maintenance ISSUE. We  have a “hit and run” 
crew and we can address any issue fairly quickly. THANK YOU for your fantastic support.
