TRAIL RULES/RULES OF CONDUCT

Our goal is to have a safe, fun trail ride. Our trail rides are for the pleasure and fellowship for all our members. 
These group rides are not intended to be “training” rides, unless specifically set up that way in advance.   
All Riders are to obey the Trail Boss. The Drag Boss will bring up the rear and support the Trail Boss. The Trail 
and Drag Bosses have the responsibility to enforce these Trail Rules. Trail Boss may ask a rider to leave the ride 
if the safety concern is considered to be causing harm to others. These rules are developed for the safety of our 
members and to satisfy Insurance requirements. In this text, “horse” also refers to any type of equine. 

1. All riders will stay behind the Trail Boss and in front of the Drag Boss. Anyone breaking away from the 
group will no longer be part of the trail ride, unless the Trail Boss gives permission beforehand. 

2. No guests on trail rides for liability reasons.  All riders are to be members of CLRC, unless otherwise 
specified.

3. If a rider must stop for any reason, notify the Trail Boss.

4. No dogs allowed on trail rides. 

5. No alcohol, littering or smoking on the ride. Smoking is permitted only on breaks, and smokers must 
provide their own receptacle for cigarette/cigar butts. 

6. Horses will not be ponied and no loose foals. No loose horses.*** Horse must be tied to a secure item, 
hobbled  or held by someone responsible at all times.  

7. Riders under the age of 18 must wear a properly fitted equestrian helmet and be accompanied by a 
parent or designated adult member. 

8. A red or orange ribbon must be tied to the top of a horse’s tail if it is a potential kicker. 

9. No stallions.

10. Keep a horse length between you and the horse in front. 

11. Never run your horse up to other horses.

12. Do not crowd or cut a horse off.
 
13. Do not pass another rider without notifying them first. 

14. Horse must be in condition to do the rated ride.

15. Rider must be able to handle and mount/dismount his or her own horse.

16. When going through gates, the group will wait for the last rider and the gate to be closed. 

17. No bareback/bareback pad riders.  Saddle is required. 

18. Each horse must be ridden with a headstall with reins.
